Details of the NCC units of the College

The NCC in India was formed with the National Cadet Corps Act of 1948 as a second line
of defense, and in our college, the NCC was opened in 1955 with 3 units.

At present, the college hastwo platoons of girls — Senior Wing (SW) with the sanctioned
strength of 107 cadets and one company of boys — Senior Division (SD) with the sanctioned
strength of 154 cadets.Besides this, the head office of 100 UP BN NCC is situated in our college
campus which hosts 6 companies of the NCC spread over 18 institutions.The Udai Pratap College
is probably the only govt. aided colleges in Uttar Pradesh which has its own Short-range Shooting
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arena for the firing practice of NCC cadets. Thisshooting range in the college campuswas
established in 1996.Cadets in the senior division and senior wing are admitted as per the
guidelines of DG NCC.
